Eligibility 

 Open to all artists.  

 All artwork must be original and completed within the last two years 

 Artwork cannot have been previously exhibited at Blue Line Arts 

 All artwork must be for sale 

 Accepted artwork that differs significantly from image in online submission will be 

disqualified 

 No accepted entry may be withdrawn or sold outside of the exhibition prior to the closing 

date 

 All artwork must be ready to hang 

 No sawtooth hangers; artworks must have wire installed to hang 

 Pedestals or shelves are available for three-dimensional work 

 

Pricing Agreement 

Blue Line Arts handles all sales transactions. The artist agrees that the price submitted in this 

form will be the price that the work will be sold for and may not change hereafter.  Please note, 

Non-members receive a 50% sales commission and current Artist Members receive a 60% sales 

commission. 

 

Shipping  

The artist is responsible to pay for all shipping and should have a prepaid label from FedEx or 

UPS (No US Mail) for the return of artwork. Please mark the outside of your box with your last 

name in bold letters also please use blue painters tape when you wrap your artwork inside the 

box.
